WHEREAS, the application proposes funding to assist Springville Center for the Arts (SCA) to 
complete building renovations to the property located at 37 North Buffalo Street in downtown 
Springville; and 

 
WHEREAS, the proposed funding will contribute to ongoing community revitalization efforts;

WHEREAS, the grant application requires that the applicant obtain the approval and 
endorsement of the governing body of the municipality in which the project will be located. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees of the Village of Springville 
approves and endorses the 2021 NY Main Anchor Building Program for assistance prepared and 
to be submitted by Springville Center for the Arts.
