 Please contact the office for payment arrangements on your electric account if you are 
unable to pay your bill in full each month.   
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 Last day to pay any water-sewer charges is April 20th .  After that any outstanding 
amounts are relevied on the village tax bill that comes out June 1st. 

 Smart Growth III grant project will be starting this spring and construction will be 
completed by Dec.  Multiple projects will be going on in Eaton Park – new tennis courts, 
pickle ball courts, hockey area, benches, picnic shelter and shade sails in the spray park.  
In Heritage Park – current skate park will be cleared in June to make way for a concrete 
skate park that will be completed by late fall early Dec.  Skate park project is funded by 
Smart Growth, Village, Tony Hawk Foundation and Skate Park Committee (Green 
Springville).  Due to the construction, access to both areas will be limited or denied 
during construction.
