27, 2023.

Motion was made by Trustee Skelton, seconded by Trustee Padasak; carried,
Mayor Michaels, Trustees Skelton, Padasak, Braman and Buncy voting yes, none
opposed to approve the new substantial completion date of June 30, 2023 for
H&K and Goodwin due to document delay of equipment from the manufacturer
to the contractors. There is no dollar change requested with these change orders
(#1 & #4).

Motion was made by Trustee Skelton, seconded by Trustee Padasak; carried,
Mayor Michaels, Trustees Skelton, Padasak, Braman and Buncy voting yes,
none opposed to approve USDA Invasive Species Access renewal request for
Village rights of ways and parks and to authorize the Mayor to sign the request
form.

Motion was made by Trustee Braman, seconded by Trustee Skelton; carried,
Mayor Michaels, Trustees, Braman, Skelton, Buncy and Padasak voting yes,
none opposed to approving the memorandum of understanding (MOU) between
the Village of Springville and SGI P-TECH Academy for the purposed of
providing summer employment and interviews for full time employment for the
students and graduates of the electrical program at P-TECH since the Village is a
municipal electric entity.

Motion was made by Trustee Braman, seconded by Trustee Buncy; carried,
Mayor Michaels, Trustees Braman, Buncy, Padasak and Skelton voting yes, none
opposed to award the landscaping maintenance contract to Chevalier Outdoor
Living for the maintenance and planting of flower beds along Franklin Street,
Fiddler’s Green Park and two rain gardens at 65 Franklin Street and the skatepark
per the RFP due by March 16, 2023. The contract price is $23,845.

Motion was made by Trustee Skelton, seconded by Trustee Braman; carried,
Mayor Michaels, Trustees Skelton, Braman, Buncy and Padasak voting yes, none
opposed to authorize Mayor Michaels to sign the agreement with Erie County for
the CDBG funds for Franklin Street Waterline Project with an estimated cost of
$493,765. The CDBG funding is $148,000 with the balance to be paid out of the
water fund balance.

Motion was made by Trustee Braman, seconded by Mayor Michaels; carried,
Mayor Michaels, Trustees Braman, Buncy, Padasak and Skelton voting yes,
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none opposed to authorize Administrator Melock to advertise for roof
replacement bid for the Village Hall at 5 W. Main St.

> Reorganization meeting April 3 at 7 pm at 65 Franklin St.

» Free Summer Concerts have been scheduled and a flyer is on the Village
Web page and Facebook and was sent out in the utility bills.

» 96-gallon garbage tote delivery is scheduled for May 30 — June 2, 2023.
Property owner on record will be charged $64 per tote on the Village tax
bill. Garbage totes will be set up for delivery to same properties that
have recycling totes now except tax exemption properties.
