5.  Salary Motion was made by Trustee Buncy, seconded by Trustee Padasak; carried, Mayor Michaels, 

     Increase Trustees Buncy, Padasak and Belscher voting yes, none opposed to granting a salary increase 

  to Superintendent of Public Works Duane Boberg in the amount of $35,000 per year effective 

November 4, 2024.  In addition to his Superintendent of Public Works duties this increase is for 

grant writing duties as well as additional electric division administrative duties. 

 

6.  Approve Motion was made by Trustee Padasak, seconded by Trustee Buncy; carried, Mayor Michaels, 

Hiring of  Trustees Padasak, Buncy and Belscher voting yes, none opposed to hiring Jennifer Haberl  

Clerk/Treasurer as the new Clerk/Treasurer.  Jennifer’s annual salary will be $100,000 with 4 weeks of PTO. 

Jennifer’s start date is yet to be determined pending her notice of termination with her current 

employer. 

 

7.  24/25  Motion was made by Trustee Padasak, seconded by Trustee Belscher; carried, Mayor Michaels, 

     Unpaid Trustees Padasak, Belscher and Buncy voting yes, none opposed to approve the return of the 

     Taxes unpaid Village of Springville 2024/2025 village taxes to Erie County to relevy onto the next 

  Town/County tax bills.  The amount being sent to Erie County is $106,162.01 

 

8.  LOSAP Mayor announced that the Village of Springville voters approved the Firemen’s Service 

     Vote results Award Program (LOSAP) proposition on the November ballot as follows: 

 

1st District      yes – 341  no – 318 

5th District yes – 240  no – 178 

 

Necessary paperwork will be followed up with Hometown Firefighters Insurance.  This increases 

the term from 30 to 50 years.  This proposition did NOT in the Town of Concord.
